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Gov.-elect Jay Nixon has announced his intention to appoint Missouri native Mark N. Templeton to the position of Director of the Missouri Department of Natural Resources. In this position, Mr. Templeton will lead Gov.-elect Nixon's initiatives to expand the production of alternative energy in Missouri. The Governor appoints the Director with the advice and consent of the State Senate.


A native of Olivette, Mo., Mr. Templeton developed environmental and sustainability strategies during his tenure with McKinsey & Company, a global management consultancy headquartered in New York. From 2001 to 2005, Mr. Templeton worked with clients to explore new, "green" markets for products and services and develop next-generation jobs in the environmental and energy sectors. While at McKinsey, Mr. Templeton advised major organizations in the public, private and non-profit sectors, including the United Nations Development Programme's Commission on the Private Sector and Development. In 2005, Mr. Templeton left McKinsey to become associate dean and chief operating office of Yale Law School, his alma mater.


As associate dean and chief operating officer at Yale Law, Mr. Templeton manages more than 200 administrative personnel and an annual budget of $105 million. Among other duties, Mr. Templeton is responsible for approving departmental budgets, monitoring accounts and negotiating with other academic and administrative units. Mr. Templeton, 39, earned his bachelor's degree, magna cum laude, from Harvard College in 1994 and his juris doctorate from Yale Law in 1999. He graduated from Horton Watkins High School. Mr. Templeton and his wife, Kathy Dull, also a Missouri native, have two young children, Paisley and Graham.
